1 Better is a dry mÉüsel, and âuietness therewñth, than an ho£se 
full oì ãacrifices wñth ãtrife. 
 
2 A wñse ãervént ãhall haÌí äule o¨ír a ãoõ that Ñauseth ãhame, 
and ãhall haÌí part oì the inheritance amoõg the ªüethren. 
 
3 The fining poœ is fÉü ãilÌír, and the furnace fÉü áoôd: b£t the 
L¯O¯R¯D trieth the hearts. 
 
4 A wñcked dÔír áiÌíth heed to false lips; and a liar áiÌíth Üar 
to a naughty toõgue. 
 
5 WhÄ´o moêketh the poÖü äeproécheth his Maker: and he that is 
álad at Ñalamities ãhall noœ Óí unpunished. 
 
6 Children's Ñhildren are the ÑroÚõ oì oôd men; and the álÉüy oì 
Ñhildren are their fathers. 
 
7 Excellent ãpeech Óícoöeth noœ a foúô: much less do lying lips a 
prince. 
 
8 A áift is as a precio£s ãtoõe in the Üyes oì him that hath it: 
wïithersÔíÌír it turneth, it prÄ´pereth. 
 
9 He that Ño¨íreth a transgressioõ ãeeketh lo¨í; b£t he that 
äepeateth a matter ãeparateth Ìíry friends. 
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10 A äeproúì Üntereth mÉüe into a wñse man than an hundred 
ãtripes into a foúô. 
 
11 An Üvñl man ãeeketh oõly äeÓíllioõ: therefÉüe a Ñruel messenger 
ãhall Óí ãent against him. 
 
12 Let a Óíar äoè™íd oì her wïelps meet a man, äather than a 
foúô in his foôly. 
 
13 WhÄ´o äewérdeth Üvñl fÉü áoúå, Üvñl ãhall noœ depart froö 
his ho£se. 
 
14 The Óíginning oì ãtrife is as wïen oõe letteth o£t wéter: 
therefÉüe leaÌí oìf Ñoõtentioõ, ÓífÉüe it Óí meddled wñth. 
 
15 He that àustifieth the wñcked, and he that Ñoõdemneth the 
àust, ÜÌín they búœh are abúöinatioõ to the L¯O¯R¯D. 
 
16 WherefÉüe is there a price in the hand oì a foúô to áet 
wñsdoö, ãeeing he hath no heart to it? 
 
17 A friend lo¨íth at all times, and a ªüoœher is bÖün fÉü 
adÌírsity. 
 
18 A man vúñd oì understanding ãtriketh hands, and Óícoöeth 
ãurety in the presence oì his friend. 
 
19 He lo¨íth transgressioõ that lo¨íth ãtrife: and he that 
Üxalteth his áate ãeeketh destructioõ. 
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20 He that hath a froÚérd heart findeth no áoúå: and he that 
hath a perÌírse toõgue falleth into mischief. 
 
21 He that Óígetteth a foúô dÔíth it to his ãÉüroÚ: and the father 
oì a foúô hath no àoŸ. 
 
22 A merry heart dÔíth áoúå like a medicine: b£t a ªüoòen 
ãpirit drieth the búões. 
 
23 A wñcked man taketh a áift o£t oì the b‚´oö to perÌírt the 
wéys oì àudgment. 
 
24 Wisdoö is ÓífÉüe him that hath understanding; b£t the Üyes 
oì a foúô are in the Ünds oì the Üarth. 
 
25 A foúôish ãoõ is a árief to his father, and bñtterness to her 
that bére him. 
 
26 Also to punish the àust is noœ áoúå, nÉü to ãtrike princes fÉü 
Üquity. 
 
27 He that hath knoÚôedge ãpareth his wÖüds: and a man oì 
understanding is oì an Üxcellent ãpirit. 
 
28 EÌín a foúô, wïen he hoôdeth his peace, is Ño£nted wñse: and 
he that ãhutteth his lips is Üsteemed a man oì understanding. 
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
