4 And bŸ knoÚôedge ãhall the ÑhamÓírs Óí filled wñth all 
precio£s and pleasant äiches. 
 
5 A wñse man is ãtroõg; yea, a man oì knoÚôedge increaseth 
ãtrength. 
 
6 FÉü bŸ wñse Ño£nsel tho£ ãhalt make thy wér: and in 
multitude oì Ño£nsellÉüs there is ãafety. 
 
7 Wisdoö is toú high fÉü a foúô: he oùeneth noœ his mo£th in 
the áate. 
 
8 He that devñseth to do Üvñl ãhall Óí Ñalled a mischievú£s 
persoõ.

20 FÉü there ãhall Óí no äewérd to the Üvñl man; the Ñandle oì 
the wñcked ãhall Óí put o£t. 
 
21 My ãoõ, fear tho£ the L¯O¯R¯D and the king: and meddle noœ 
wñth them that are áiÌín to Ñhange: 
 
22 FÉü their Ñalamity ãhall äise ãuddenly; and wïo knoËíth 
the äuin oì them búœh?
